Attitude is everything!

Just as it is important for a law enforcement officer to act respectfully, it is equally important that civilians maintain a respectful attitude. The
goal of law enforcement officers is to resolve potentially dangerous situations without using force or making an arrest.

Remain calm. Stop the car in a safe place as quickly as possible. Turn weapons inside or a K-9 alerts to the odor of illegal drugs the officer
off the car, turn on the internal light, open the window part way and does not need your consent.

If you are arrested, do not resist arrest even if you believe the arrest is unfair! Do not challenge the
officer’s acts in the field. Arguing and fighting with a law enforcement officer will only cause you more
harm. You will have the right to challenge the officer’s actions at a later time in a court of law.
